"the Unions"), in the industrial} commercial and institutional
sector of the construction industry in the Province of
Ontario, and without limiting the generality of the foregoing,
to represent in bargaining as aforesaid, all employers bound
by or parties to:

(a) certificates of the Ontario Labour Relations
Board granted to the Unions or any of them;

(b) voluntary recognition agreements with the
Unions or any of them;

(¢) collective agreements to which the Unions or
any of them have been or are party to or
bound by, covering the industrial, commercial
and institutional sector of the construction
industry in the Province of Ontario.
